The relevance of the study is in examining the historical experience of rebuilding
Ukraine’s economy and civilian infrastructure after the destruction caused by the
Second World War — Russian aggression has sharpened attention to the understanding
of the Soviet past. Stanislav region, like Lviv region, became a model region where the
communist ideological doctrine and the socio-economic organisation of society based
on its principles were imposed. In this regard, national historiography will increasingly
pay attention to critical reflection on the changes in society and the economy that
affected the living standards of the participants in these processes in the two postwar
decades of the last century. An important scientific task for historians is to study the
peculiarities of the restoration, modernisation and reconstruction of industry,
agriculture, and social transformations.

In accordance with the set goal and objectives, the work consists of four thematic
chapters. Chapter 1, «Historiography, Source Base and Research Methodology», based
on a comprehensive analysis of historiography and source base, examines socio-
economic processes in the Stanislav (Ivano-Frankivsk) region of the western part of the
Ukrainian SSR in 1944-1965. The peculiarity of this period is the introduction of the
socialist model of management and communist ideology in the economy and society of
the region.

The socio-economic processes, forms and methods of implementing the so-called
«socialist transformations» were covered by studying the fundamental generalised
works of Soviet researchers, publications of the Ukrainian diaspora, and contemporary

Ukrainian and foreign scientists. The historiographical discourse of the study is divided
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into four conditional groups, each of which is characterised by its own peculiarities and
specifics.

The Soviet historiographical heritage is represented by perhaps the largest
number of overly ideological works that exaggerate the achievements of both the peaks
of scientific and technological progress and the steady growth of the welfare of the
Soviet people due to the tireless «care» of the Communist Party. Socio-economic
processes are examined through technical and economic indicators, but the
shortcomings and problems that caused environmental, technogenic, and social
cataclysms are suppressed. Researchers were not allowed to investigate the real
problems. At all stages of the «Soviet construction», the main task of the occupation
government was to create the illusion of caring for local residents, and in practice to
make the most of natural and labour resources to strengthen the military-industrial
complex of the USSR.

Representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora in their publications have
methodologically diversified their consideration of the Bolshevik totalitarian system and
its economic doctrine. However, lacking access to archival materials, they were unable
to reveal the essence of industrial changes in industry, agriculture, and household
infrastructure due to excessive attention to political processes.

The modern Ukrainian historiography is characterised by objectivity and critical
analysis of the party-Soviet policy in the western region of the republic. However, the
existing works of researchers only sporadically touch upon the socio-economic
processes in the Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk) region of the Ukrainian SSR during the
period in question, and many issues require rethinking, holistic and thorough study.

In the works of foreign researchers, Ukraine rarely appears on the pages of books.
They show the interdependence of countries around the world and Europe in politics,
economics, and ideas. Many publications on the history and culture of European
countries create a holistic image, not limited to national borders and individual events.
However, there are currently no special studies of the post-war decades that would help

to see Ukrainian history in the light of pan-European processes.
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The dissertation is based on a large number of sources of different origin and
information content. Based on the generally accepted principle of dividing sources by
origin, the following groups have been identified: 1) legislative acts, decrees,
resolutions, decisions of the Soviet leadership; 2) statistical collections, reference books,
indexes; 3) official records of authorities and administration kept in the state archives of
Ukraine; 4) published documentary collections of the Soviet period, the diaspora and
independent Ukraine; 5) official periodicals; 6) memoirs of contemporaries. Most of the
sources are introduced for the first time in scientific usage. The systematization and
critical analysis of the source materials of the study make it possible to objectively and
comprehensively reveal the socio-economic processes in the western regions of the
Ukrainian SSR in 1944-1965 on the example of Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk) oblast.

The methodological basis of the dissertation research is characterised by
interdisciplinary links and is conditioned by the application of general scientific
principles (historicism, objectivity, systematicity). The theoretical and methodological
concepts of the dissertation are based on the civilisation approach. The methodological
tools characterised by the use of general scientific, interdisciplinary and special methods
of historical knowledge are revealed. The universal components of the methodological
toolkit — analysis, synthesis, induction, and deduction — are used. An important
component of the study is the consideration of terminology. Many Soviet clichés litter
the scientific literature and everyday communication.

Chapter 2, «Integration of the region into the Ukrainian SSR and USSR (1944—
1953)», reveals the mechanism of the proclamation of the Soviet occupation regime at
the level of districts of the Stanislav region. The author shows the main measures aimed
at the Sovietisation of the region: provision of personnel, mobilisation of human and
natural resources for the needs of the front and opposition to this by the OUN
underground, armed units of the UPA and the local population.

The damages caused by the Second World War to the Stanislav region,
components of the production infrastructure of lowland, foothill and mountainous areas
are investigated. The post-war reconstruction of the economy, which was based on

forced labour, and the formation of the construction materials industry are highlighted.
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The author identifies the holistic strategic economic concept that characterised the first
postwar decade and the reasons for further structural changes. The predatory methods of
exploitation of the traditional forestry, oil and gas, ozokerite, and coal industries are
revealed. The structure of the region’s economy is clarified and it is found that the main
indicators of gross output were provided by the forestry and woodworking, food and
light industries with their sub-sectors.

The sequence of imposing «socialist transformations» in the countryside through
permanent commissions at village councils of workers’ deputies, experiments of the
occupation regime with the aim of reproducing livestock, organising harness groups and
land communities is traced. It is specified that in the early 1950s the formation of the
socialist model in agriculture of the western regions of the Ukrainian SSR was
completed, and the peculiarity of the Stanislav region was the lowest rate of
collectivisation, both on the scale of the western region and the republic. The author
proposes a new method of studying collectivisation through the size of the «able-bodied
population» in rural areas.

Chapter 3, «Industrialisation Processes (1954-1965)», describes structural
changes in the economic concept of the Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk) region in the
second postwar decade, the formation of the energy sector and its importance. It is
proved that the economy of Stanislav (Ivano-Frankivsk) region, as well as the western
region of Ukraine, by most indicators developed on its own basis, solving urgent socio-
economic problems. The region has become an industrial and agricultural complex and
has taken a leading position in the republican economic system.

The components of the socialist experiment in the countryside in the form of
modernization of agricultural policy, which allowed collective farms to overcome the
stage of stagnation in 1958, and industrial processes in agriculture and their
consequences are identified. The problems inherent in the agrarian sector of the
economy that influenced the state of agriculture in the Soviet period of history are
clarified.

The peculiarities of the migration process in the Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk)

region from villages to cities are revealed, which made it possible to double the
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population and expand the territory of cities. The Soviet period of accelerated
urbanisation, common and distinctive features in architecture and urban planning of the
two post-war decades are characterised. The emphasis is placed on the fact that the
construction of new large industrial enterprises directly influenced the construction of
new residential areas - typical neighbourhoods with the appropriate infrastructure.

Chapter 4, «The Labour Force Preparation System», highlights the development
of an authoritarian education system in the Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk) region. The
Soviet occupation regime set up a wide network of various educational institutions to
provide the economy with human resources. It is proved that the improvement of the
education system led to the replacement of secondary education with industrial training,
I.e. training of personnel for various sectors of the USSR economy. Graduates of
schools, courses, colleges, and institutes were supposed to be a source of replenishment
of labour resources in different regions of the Soviet Union.

The educational and cultural institutions that were transformed into institutions
for the ideological servicing of the needs of the Soviet political system are
characterised. Clubs and libraries were the most accessible and mass leisure centres.
The educational and cultural sphere was financed by the state on a residual basis. The
article analyses the large-scale mass political work of party and state bodies and the
resistance of the population in various forms to the official policy of the authorities.
A generalised description of the Sixties movement in the Stanislav (lvano-Frankivsk)
region is presented.

It is determined that despite the constant declarations of the authorities on the
priority of the social sphere, the existing state services of everyday life, trade, housing
and communal services could provide only a minimum of benefits, especially in rural
areas. Although the Soviet propaganda systematically disregarded the capitalist way of
life, Soviet citizens sought to purchase new appliances and have comfortable housing.
It is proved that the improvement of living conditions, housing construction, and the
development of social and household infrastructure took place on a residual basis. A
characteristic feature of housing construction was the tendency to quantitative rather

than qualitative indicators. During the Soviet period, the term «unpromising village»
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was coined. The quality of housing and communal services was extremely low, which
affected the welfare and level of provision of the population.

The scientific novelty of the results obtained is due to the set of tasks and the
means of their solution. For the first time: a comprehensive analysis of transformational
changes in industry, agricultural production, and the social sphere through the prism of
«socialist reconstruction» of the two postwar decades; the stages of formation of the
economic concept of the region’s development and the reasons for changes in strategic
priorities; a new method of studying collectivisation in agricultural production through
the number of «able-bodied population» in rural areas; individual experiments of the
Soviet government in terms of decades, their negative consequences. Clarified:
technical and economic indicators that influenced the development of industry,
agriculture, and household infrastructure; factors that determined industrial processes;
changes in the employment of the local population. Added: a study of the socio-
economic sphere of the Stanislav (Ivano-Frankivsk) region of the Ukrainian SSR as a
subsystem with its own characteristics; a description of changes in new forms of labour
in industry and agriculture of the region’s population; an analysis of the main forms of
mass political work of the authorities and the attitude of local residents to it.

Proved: the reconstruction and modernisation of the oldest industries (forestry,
oil and gas, coal, ozokerite) and the development of the construction, chemical and
mining, and energy industries led to economic growth and at the same time caused
irreparable damage to nature; the collective and state farm system in agricultural
production proved to be ineffective despite the assistance and support of the state.

The author develops the thesis that all reorganisations and reconstructions were
carried out «from the heads» and were half-hearted, indicating a political crisis of the
totalitarian system. Certain results were achieved through the redistribution of the fund
of accumulation and siphoning off resources from the collectivised village. In turn, they
were blocked by the same administrative and economic apparatus that created the
illusion of scientific and technological progress and «prosperity» of the Soviet people.
The country’s leadership was most concerned with the accelerated development of the

basic sectors of heavy industry and the military-industrial complex. This is confirmed
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by the Soviet period of history and the accelerated industrialisation of the Stanislav
(Ivano-Frankivsk) region. In the course of her research, the author formulated and
identified a number of scientific problems and topics that need to be studied. These
include the contribution of scientific and technical workers of lvano-Frankivsk region to
the development of oil and gas production in the Eastern and Southern regions of
Ukraine, the formation of the construction industry, transport, communications, etc.

The main provisions, conclusions of the dissertation, documents and materials
introduced into scientific usage can be used in writing generalised works on the history
of Ukraine, the history of economic doctrines, agrarian history, local history. The results
of the research can serve as a source for the preparation of special educational
disciplines, thematic exhibitions, be useful in highlighting the historical experience
gained in the western region of the state, and be used by the media to cover the
Ukrainian liberation movement in the context of the introduction of the Soviet
totalitarian regime.
