The study examines the development of media education in higher education
institutions of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland (90s of the twentieth century - 20s of
the twenty-first century). Its relevance lies in the fact that at the current stage of
educational and scientific development, Ukraine is not only in a state of martial law but
is also undergoing informatization and digitalization processes. The role of media
educational processes is increasing, and the need to study them in higher education
institutions (HEIs) is growing. The development vector of modern higher education is

directed towards European integration, and involving young people in the development
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of media education processes 1s a necessary factor for their growth. Ukraine’s legal
framework focuses on the development of media education, including documents such
as: the Concept of E-Government Development in Ukraine; the Concept of Media
Education Implementation in Ukraine (new edition, 2016); the Order of the Ministry of
Education and Science «On Conducting a Nationwide Experiment on the Topic:
‘Standardization of a Comprehensive Socio-Psychological Model for the Mass
Implementation of Media Education in Domestic Pedagogical Practice» (2017); the
Concept of Digital Economy and Society Development in Ukraine for 2018-2020 (2018);
and the Law of Ukraine «On Media» (2023), among others. In the Republic of Poland,
several documents address the development of media education: the Education Law
(2016); the Broadcasting Act (2021); the Order of the Minister of Education «On the
Establishment of the Council on Educational Informatization» (2024), and others. These
legislative acts call for the exploration, analysis, and implementation of pedagogical
methods for media education development, improvement of new media technologies, and
methods and forms of organizing education.

The issue of media education development in higher education institutions of
Ukraine and the Republic of Poland since the 1990s and up to the present is timely due
to the following reasons: firstly, digitalization and media development have significantly
impacted all spheres of social life, including higher education. The changing media
landscape and the emergence of new communication technologies and information
resources demand new approaches to the training of higher education students, who must
not only use but also analyze information and understand the influence of media on
society. Secondly, media education is a key element in developing media literacy, which
includes the development of critical thinking and the ability to use media for education
and self-development, which is crucial for successful socialization and professional
activities. Thirdly, a comparative analysis of media education development in Ukraine
and the Republic of Poland during the period under study will help identify common
trends and differences in approaches to implementing media education in HEIs of the two
countries, which is important for developing effective educational strategies for higher

education development. Fourthly, studying the historical aspect of media education
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development from the 1990s to the present, searching and analyzing reliable information
on the history of Ukrainian and Polish higher education, and analyzing the history of
higher pedagogical schools will help trace the evolution of media education development
and identify factors that influenced their formation and development. Fifthly, the
historical experience of media education development in Ukraine and the Republic of
Poland may be useful for creating optimal conditions for media education development
in modern Ukrainian higher education institutions. During the period under study, media
education in European countries set educational goals for the dissemination and
preservation of information.

At each historical stage, the development of media education in Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland had its own characteristics. In recent years, various approaches have
existed in theory and practice regarding media education development, content, methods,
and forms of its organization: it was either the main factor in higher education
development or neglected.

The issues of media education development in the historical context have been
studied by both Ukrainian (O. Vozniuk, O. Volosheniuk, O. Dubaseniuk, V. Ivanov,
M. Koropatnyk, O. Kutsenko, O.Moroz, A.Onkovych, H. Onkovych, L. Orshansky,
H. Sulim, S. Romaniuk, N. Sliusarenko, O. Yuzyk, and others) and Polish (P. Boron,
T. Goban-Klas, P. Drzewiecki, A. Ogonowska, H. tecicki, B. Siemieniecki, W. Smyl,
W. Strykowski, and others) scientists.

The development of education in modern Ukraine has necessitated a profound
historical analysis of media education in higher education institutions. Today, the issues
of media education development have been studied by Ukrainian scholars (O. Byndas,
V. Biletskyi, O. Voloshyna, O. Dubaseniuk, O. Kirdan, O. Kondur, L. Nailonova,
H. Marchenko, N. Prykhodkina, V. Stynska, O. Tsiuniak, O. Khomych, N. Cherepovska,
E. Yalovets, and others; as well as by Polish researchers: A. Betlej, 1. Luc, M. Kot,
R. Matusiak, E. Nowicka, J. Juszczyk-Rygatto, K. Cymanow-Sosin, and others.

The key issues of media education methodology have been studied in Ukraine by
O. Voloshenyuk, O. Kravchyshyna, I. Naumuk, H. Onkovych, V. Sharko, Ya. Shvedova,
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and others, and in the Republic of Poland by W. Bestrzynski, P. Dziewiecki, N. Walter,
M. Kakolewicz, G. Stunza, S. Ubermanowicz, M. Chmielewski, R. Szymiec, and others.

The development of informal media education as a component of media education
in higher education institutions has been analyzed by Ukrainian scholars such as
H. Holovchenko, O. Kostenko, and others, as well as by Polish researchers such as
J. Wiodarski, P. Drzewiecki, A. Dabrowska, B. Kosmalska, G. Stunza, M. Filiciak, and
others.

The analysis of the source base has made it possible to identify contradictions that
highlight the research problem, in particular: between the necessity of developing media
education in higher education institutions (HEIs) of Ukraine in the context of martial law
and Ukraine's integration into the European educational space, and the underestimation
of Polish experience in media education development; between the growing need for the
development of media education and information preservation, and the insufficient
resource base of HEIs in training media education specialists; between the importance of
developing media education in HEIs of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland, and the
insufficient extrapolation of historical and pedagogical ideas into the contemporary
context; between employers' demands for the development of the media space and the
lack of rapid acquisition of media education (both formal and informal) in HEIs; between
the importance of a comparative analysis of the development of media education in HEIs
of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland, and the inadequately substantiated opportunities
and prospects for its creative application in the educational process of Ukrainian HEISs.

The aim of the study is to conduct a comprehensive comparative analysis of the
development of media education in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland from the 1990s
to the 2020s, in order to creatively apply media education in the training of future
specialists in Ukrainian higher education institutions.

As a result of the research, a historical-comparative study of the development of
media education in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland
(from the 1990s to the 2020s) was conducted. Based on selected and substantiated criteria,
the author developed a periodization of the development of media education in higher

education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland within the specified
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chronological boundaries: Stage I (1992—1999): the period of informational changes in
the development of media education in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland; Stage II (1999-2010): The scientific and technological
transformation of media education in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland; Stage III (2010-2016): The establishment and development of media
education as an area of the educational process in higher education institutions in Ukraine
and the Republic of Poland; Stage IV (2016-2024): The systematic implementation of
media education in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland.

The study found that the chosen issue of the development of media education in
higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland from the 1990s to the
2020s is a historical-pedagogical and multifaceted problem. This allowed for the
systematization of the available source base into three groups: the first - normative-legal
documents related to the development and establishment of media education in Ukraine
and the Republic of Poland; the second -dissertation research and monographs that
address various aspects of media education; the third — textbooks, educational manuals,
and articles, which provide instructional content and theoretical analysis on the subject.

The analysis of the conceptual and categorical framework of the study provided
grounds for the author's definition of the category "media education" as a pedagogical
concept. Broadly, it is defined as a systematic pedagogical process aimed at developing
higher education students' competencies for conscious and critical reception, analysis,
and creative application of media educational products, as well as enhancing their skills
in interacting with the information environment. Narrowly, it is defined as instruction
focused on acquiring media competencies.

The political, economic, and sociocultural prerequisites for the development of
media education in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland
during the studied period have been substantiated. It was established that a key aspect of
ensuring the high-quality preparation of higher education students for the challenges of
the modern information society was the regulatory and legal framework for media
education in both countries. For each country, there were several common elements,

including a focus on informatization, general legal principles for acquiring, using, and
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disseminating information, regulation of access to information and protection of society
from false information, media literacy development, equipping people with skills
necessary for critical evaluation of media messages, understanding media ethics, and safe
and responsible navigation in the digital environment.

The study examined and characterized the content, methods, and forms of media
education development in higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of
Poland from the 1990s to the 2020s. In Ukrainian higher education institutions, the most
common methods of media training included interactive, project-based, and research
methods. In Polish institutions, game-based and interactive methods were more prevalent.
As for forms of media education, Ukrainian universities employed media training
sessions, webinars, and online courses, while Polish institutions used interactive media
labs, simulation projects, multimedia workshops, and virtual studios, among others.

The study identified trends in the creative application of both Ukrainian and Polish
historical experiences in the development of media education in Ukrainian higher
education institutions. It clarified scientific understandings of the conceptual and
categorical framework related to media education development, reviewed the
historiography of media education development in higher education institutions in
Ukraine and the Republic of Poland during the studied period, and highlighted similarities
and differences in media education development between Ukrainian and Polish
institutions based on a comparative analysis. Additionally, it outlined achievements and
progressive ideas from both Ukraine and abroad.

It has been proved that the development of informal media education in higher
education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland requires active involvement
from both students and faculty, as well as administration. Employing various methods
and forms of informal learning will enhance media literacy, develop practical skills, and
prepare highly qualified professionals capable of working effectively in the modern
media landscape.

The practical significance of the results includes:
development and testing of elective courses: creation and implementation of courses such

as «Media Education in Higher Education Institutions of Ukraine and the Republic of
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Poland: Comparative Analysis» and «Development of Media Education in the Age of
Digitalizationy; creation of a Media Education Blog; development of the concept for a
media education blog, «MediaMind» aimed at increasing media literacy and media
competence among higher education students by providing access to information that
supports effective use of media resources in the educational process; Recommendations
for Informal Media Education; Formulation of recommendations for the development of
informal media education in higher education institutions of Ukraine and the Republic of
Poland for students, faculty, and administration; Preparation of a Media Education
Dictionary: Compilation of a glossary-guide on media education for higher education
students and educators in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland; Conducting a Workshop:
Organization of a workshop for educators titled «MediaMastery: New Horizons in Media
Education», which aims to enhance educators’ qualifications in media education, develop
critical thinking, media literacy, fact-checking skills, integrate media educational
technologies into the educational process, and facilitate the exchange of experiences and
best practices among educators.

The perspectives for the creative application of historical experience in the
development of media education in higher education institutions of Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland are determined.

Recommendations for the development of informal media education in higher
education institutions in both countries include: for students: regular workshops;
(Organize media education workshops to enhance practical skills in media technologies
and information handling); Student Media Projects (develop student-run media projects,
such as newspapers, blogs, podcasts, and video channels); Competitions and Festivals
(Encourage participation in media competitions and festivals to showcase skills and gain
recognition); Online Platforms (Utilize educational online platforms (e.g., Coursera,
Udemy, EdX) for media literacy and technology courses); Webinars and Seminars
(Engage in webinars, online seminars, public organizations, and volunteer initiatives
related to media education); Internships (Provide internship opportunities in media
companies, editorial offices, and advertising agencies); Online Communities (Create and

maintain online communities and forums for students and teachers); Collaborative
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Research (Organize joint research projects between Polish and Ukrainian institutions to
study media impact and develop new teaching methods). For Educators: Informal
Learning Events (Conduct informal educational events, masterclasses, workshops on
media technologies and literacy, thematic seminars, and round tables); Support for
Student Projects (Assist in the organization and supervision of student media projects);
For Administration: Media Education Centers (Establish media education centers at
universities to provide access to modern media tools, educational materials, and media
literacy consultations); Funding Initiatives (Support and fund media initiatives through
grants and scholarships for media projects); Resource Allocation (Finance the acquisition
of equipment and resources for media projects and digital content creation); Partnership
Programs (Develop partnership programs and joint projects with media companies and
public organizations); Information Support (Provide information on informal media
education opportunities and promote student achievements in the media field).

The article reveals promising trends in the development of media education in
higher education institutions of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland at the present stage:
the development of media technologies as a guarantee of rapid digitalization of higher
education institutions; development of media competence as a component of the
professional competence of future specialists of higher education institutions; use of
media education products as a key element of the educational space of higher education
institutions; development of digital media education and media literacy in the modern
media environment; research activities in the context of media education development;
professional development of university teachers, development of non-formal media
education, etc. The article reveals perspectives on the development of media education in
higher education institutions in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland at the current stage:
advancement of media technologies: promoting rapid digitalization in higher education
institutions (HEIs) through the integration of cutting-edge media technologies;
development of media competence: enhancing professional competence for future
specialists by incorporating media competence as a core element; utilisation of media
education products: Integrating media education products as a key component of the

educational space within HEIs; growth of digital media education and literacy: fostering
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media literacy and digital media education to keep pace with contemporary media
environments; research activity: engaging in research related to the development of media
education; professional development of educators: improving the qualifications of
educators and expanding informal media education opportunities.

The study and comparative analysis of media education development in Ukrainian
and Polish higher education institutions suggests that the development of media education
at the present stage in Ukrainian higher education institutions will be facilitated by:
expanding international cooperation through exchange programs (Erasmus+, Horizon
Europe); joint educational programs and collaborative forums, scientific and practical
conferences; participation of higher education students in scientific projects and research
competitions; implementation of virtual laboratories for practical media education
sessions; creation of scientific and methodological media education centers in higher
education institutions, etc.
