The dissertation is the first study in Ukraine devoted to the issues of criminal
and legal policy in the field of ensuring the protection of the activities of criminal
justice bodies.

Section 1 of the dissertation focuses on the general principles of criminal law
policy in protecting the activities of criminal justice bodies and consists of three
interconnected subsections that reveal the theoretical foundation of the research
topic.

Subsection 1.1, «The Law Enforcement Function of the State as the Basis for
‘Justice’ and ‘Justice Activities’», examines the essence of the state’s law
enforcement function as a fundamental category for understanding justice and
justice-related activities. The author explores various scholarly approaches to
defining the state’s law enforcement function, its characteristics, and features.
Special attention is paid to analyzing the concept of «justice» in its narrow, broad,
and restricted meanings, as well as the relationship between the terms «justice»,
«judiciary», and «jurisdiction». Based on this analysis, the author formulates their
own definition of justice activity as legally prescribed actions of state-authorized
subjects aimed at implementing its law enforcement function.

Subsection 1.2, «The Place of Criminal Justice Among Other Components of
Justice Activitiesy, focuses on determining the position of criminal justice within
the system of justice activities. The author analyzes various types of justice
(constitutional, administrative, commercial, juvenile, military, etc.) and the criteria
for their classification. Particular attention is given to criminal justice, its features,
and systemic nature. Based on the research, the author formulates a definition of
criminal justice as legally prescribed systematic activity of state-authorized subjects
aimed at implementing its law enforcement function through preventing, detecting,
and eliminating criminal offenses.

Subsection 1.3, «Protection of Criminal Justice Bodies’ Activities as a Special
Sphere of Criminal Law Policy», examines the place of protecting criminal justice

bodies’ activities within the system of criminal law policy. The author analyzes



various approaches to differentiating criminal law policy and criteria for identifying
its general and special spheres. Based on the research, the author justifies classifying
criminal law policy in protecting criminal justice bodies’ activities as a special
sphere and formulates its definition as a special sphere of criminal law policy aimed
at achieving maximum effectiveness of criminal justice bodies’ activities.

Throughout the section, there is a logical progression from general categories
(state law enforcement function, justice, justice activities) to more specific ones
(criminal justice, criminal law policy in protecting criminal justice bodies’ activities).
The author demonstrates two interrelated chains: the first - from the state’s law
enforcement function to the activities of criminal justice bodies, and the second -
from crime-fighting policy to criminal law policy in protecting criminal justice
bodies’ activities. This allows for a comprehensive exploration of the theoretical
foundations of the research topic and creates a basis for further investigation of
specific aspects of criminal law protection of criminal justice bodies’ activities.

Chapter 2 of the dissertation examines the institutional, functional, and level-
based aspects of criminal law policy regarding the protection of criminal justice
bodies’ activities. The chapter consists of two interconnected subchapters that form
a comprehensive understanding of the research subject.

Subchapter 2.1 focuses on the institutional-functional approach as the
foundation for criminal justice bodies’ activities. It provides a detailed analysis of
the criminal justice system and its functional purpose. Based on the analysis of legal
acts and academic sources, the author identifies five main groups of criminal justice
bodies: 1) criminal justice bodies and institutions that handle criminal cases (courts
of various instances); 2) the institution of public prosecutors (prosecutor’s office);
3) enforcement agencies; 4) bodies and institutions for criminal punishment
execution; 5) the advocacy. Special attention is paid to analyzing the legal status of
each group of bodies and their place in the criminal justice system. An important
aspect of the research is the study of European experience in organizing law

enforcement agencies and possibilities for its implementation in Ukrainian realities.



Subchapter 2.2 examines the levels of criminal law policy in protecting
criminal justice bodies’ activities. The author proposes to distinguish between
supranational (international) and state levels of such policy. At the supranational
level, international standards for protecting criminal justice bodies’ activities are
analyzed, particularly the provisions of the Declaration on Police, the European
Code of Police Ethics, and other international documents.

At the state level, the research examines national legislation norms, primarily
the Criminal Code of Ukraine, regarding the protection of criminal justice bodies’
activities. The author systematizes the relevant norms of the General and Special
Parts of the Criminal Code of Ukraine for each of the five identified groups of
criminal justice bodies.

An important scientific achievement of the chapter is the justification for
applying a functional approach to understanding the system of criminal justice
bodies. This allowed the author to prove that advocacy, despite its non-governmental
nature, is an integral part of this system as it performs an important function of
defense in criminal proceedings. The proposed classification of criminal law policy
levels is also noteworthy, taking into account both vertical (territorial) and horizontal
(internal/external) aspects.

Chapter 3 of the dissertation research provides a comprehensive analysis of
trends and prospects in the development of criminal law policy regarding the
protection of criminal justice bodies’ activities. The chapter consists of two
interconnected subsections, each exploring distinct aspects of the subject matter.

Subsection 3.1, «Features of Criminal Law Protection of Criminal Justice
Bodies’ Activities in the Draft Criminal Code», presents a thorough analysis of the
provisions in the draft of the new Criminal Code of Ukraine concerning the
protection of criminal justice bodies.

The author examines in detail the revolutionary changes proposed by the

Working Group on Criminal Law Development, particularly the new structure of
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Book Eight «Criminal Offenses Against Justice», which, unlike the current Criminal
Code, contains three separate sections.

The research was conducted using a functional approach to defining criminal
justice bodies, allowing for the systematization of norms according to five main
groups of such bodies: bodies and institutions that handle criminal cases; prosecution;
law enforcement bodies; bodies and institutions for criminal punishment execution;
and advocacy. Special attention is paid to innovations in criminal law regulation,
particularly the use of the term «influence» instead of the traditional «interference,
as well as the absence of certain criminal offenses in the draft Criminal Code that
are present in the current code.

Subsection 3.2, «Conceptual Demands of Criminal Law Policy in Ensuring
Protection of Criminal Justice Bodies’ Activities», reveals current problems and
challenges facing the system of criminal law protection of criminal justice bodies.
Based on the analysis of academic literature and original research, the author
formulates nine key conceptual demands requiring resolution at both the national
policy level and within criminal law policy.

These include: the need for clear definition of the content and scope of justice
activities; formation of an exhaustive list of criminal justice bodies; resolution of
terminological inconsistencies regarding law enforcement bodies; establishment of
optimal limits for criminalization and punishment levels for relevant acts; ensuring
effective protection against cyber threats in the context of digitalization;
development of mechanisms for criminal justice bodies’ functioning during armed
conflict; implementation of international standards; and addressing the ideological
component.
