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The relevance of the research is determined by a number of socio-political and
scientific factors. In the 21st century the role of traditional and new media in the
development of political communication has significantly increased. The global
mediatization of politics led to the growth of its openness and the transition of many elite
practices into the public sphere. One-way political communication in the plane
"government - civil society" is replaced by a model of two-way influence with stable
feedback (feed-back). The development of the Internet space enabled the emergence of
communities that, thanks to the coordination of actions and quick assessment of the social
situation, began to actively influence the actions of the authorities and political parties.

The identified global processes and trends found a vivid, concentrated expression
in the reflection of the Brexit phenomenon in the information space of Great Britain.
Brexit (from the English Britain's exit - literally the exit of Great Britain from the
European Union) became an epoch-making phenomenon of the 21st century, which had
a powerful impact on the development of Europe and world geopolitics.

In the historic referendum on June 23, 2016, 52% of the citizens of the United
Kingdom voted for the country's exit from the EU. According to political scientists,
sociologists, and media experts, the national media played a key role in shaping public
opinion and making such a decision. They became a platform for political discourse with
the participation of parliament, government, political parties and civil society on key
issues of the current situation and prospects for the development of Britain.

In this political process, public and social media acted not only as transmitters of
information. but also independent influential political actors. Together with political
parties, they contributed to the creation and deployment of agitation groups representing
the opposition camps "Remain” ('Leave") and to the polarization of public attitudes and
the division of British society into supporters and opponents of the United Kingdoms in
the European Union.

Under modern conditions, the problem of "media and Brexit" is becoming
especially relevant for Ukraine, which, along with military actions against the aggressor
country of the Russian Federation, is waging an information war, which has become one

of the most reliable factors of victory. This asymmetric war is aimed at countering enemy
.



disinformation and objectively informing the world community about the real state of
affairs in Ukraine and forming its positive image.

Studying the experience of the influence of various types of media and social
networks on the Brexit campaign in Great Britain provides an understanding of the
possibilities and mechanism of using mass communication tools in the consolidation of
Ukrainian society and the mobilization of its forces and resources to fight for the
liberation of the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine.

The raised scientific problem has a multifaceted interdisciplinary nature, is
investigated by representatives of various fields of knowledge. In Ukrainian and foreign
science, an array of works has been accumulated on the role and place of Great Britain in
European integration processes, the phenomena of British Euroscepticism and
Eurooptimism, the nature and trends, the development of the political system of the
United Kingdom and the transformation of its information space. However, in Ukrainian
political science, the problem of reflecting Brexit in the information space of Great Britain
has not become the subject of a coherent thorough study.

The purpose of the research is to find out the content, character, and peculiarities
of the reflection of Brexit in the information space of Great Britain and the role and
significance of the media as an active political participant in the Brexit process.

The specified goal determined the solution of the following research tasks: through
the prism of interdisciplinary discourse, the main components of the conceptual and
categorical research apparatus were defined and characterized; the methodological
principles of the study of Brexit in the information space of Great Britain were developed;
the genesis and prerequisites of Brexit are clarified and the typology of the British media
Is carried out through the prism of the problem raised; the development of public and
political media discourse regarding Great Britain's membership in the EU during the
period of preparation for the referendum on June 23, 2016 was analyzed; the reflection in
the media space of party-political transformations and negotiations regarding the exit of
Great Britain from the EU after the June 2016 referendum is revealed; shows the media
coverage of the socio-political anti-Brexit movement and investigations into abuses and

violations during the 2016 referendum.



The object of the study was the development of the information society of Great
Britain in the context of the reflection in the media space of socio-political processes and
phenomena related to Brexit, the subject of the study was the role and significance of the
British media as a translator of information about Brexit and a political actor who
supported various positions on membership and relations between Great Britain and the
European Union.

The methodological foundations of the research are defined by three main
components due to its interdisciplinary nature. The first concerns the scientific discourse
on the influence of the media on the political process and political consciousness and
behavior (the structural model of mass communication by H. Lasswell; sociological and
normative (libertarian, social responsibility) theories of media communication; theories
of the two-stage movement of information, the "magic bullet", the spread of news in social
media, etc.). The second component of the methodology concerns scientific principles
(historicism, determinism, systematicity, integrity, objectivity) and scientific and
theoretical approaches (historical, communicative, institutional, activity, social
constructivism, complex, systemic, synergistic. The third component is the operational
toolkit, which is divided into three groups of methods: general scientific,
interdisciplinary, and special methods of media communication.

The scientific novelty of the research, which was the first time: a synthesized
analysis of the content, features, trends of the representation of Brexit in the information
space of Great Britain was carried out and the role and significance of the media as a
political actor, which had a significant (decisive) impact on the results of the referendum
on June 23, 2016, was shown, where 52% of citizens voted for the country's exit from the
EU; developed a complex interdisciplinary methodological research program that
organically integrates its terminology, scientific experience and modern discourse on the
role and influence of the media on the process of political communication, scientific
principles and scientific and theoretical research approaches, operational methods,
procedures, methods of research work; a structural and functional analysis of the
reflection in the media space of Great Britain of the problem of the creation and

deployment of the activities of public and political organizations that represented the
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"Leave" and "Remain" camps during the preparatory campaign for the referendum on
June 23, 2016 was carried out; the reception of the reflection in public media
communication of the party-political transformations that took place under the influence
of Brexit, the negotiations regarding the withdrawal of Great Britain from the EU after
the June 2016 referendum, the development of the socio-political anti-Brexit movement,
investigations of abuses and violations during the referendum is presented. The study
improved: interpretation of the concept of "Brexit" at the interdisciplinary level in the
context of political science, media communication, linguistics, and other fields of
knowledge; understanding the genesis and prerequisites of Brexit in the context of the
June 2016 referendum in Great Britain. Further development took place: typology and
classification of public and social media of the United Kingdom; study of the media
discourse regarding the ideological orientations of Euroscepticism and Eurooptimism that
are rooted in the political parties and civil society of the United Kingdom. An array of
media materials reflecting the socio-political discourse of Great Britain on a wide range
of Brexit-related issues has been introduced into scientific circulation.

The practical significance of the study of socio-political and scientific relevance
and novelty of the obtained results. For conducting research in political sciences and other
fields of knowledge, it is possible to establish the value of the developed empirical
material and to present theoretical propositions and conclusions related to the complex of
socio-political problems of Brexit in the work. They make it possible to determine the
prospects of further interdisciplinary research on the role of the media in establishing
dialogue and feedback between the government and civil society; study of the potential
of public and social media as political actors, which exert a powerful influence on the
formation of political consciousness and political behavior of citizens, the development
of their civic activity, consolidation and mobilization of forces regarding the organization
and participation in mass protests and solving important social and political problems.
The dissertation materials can be useful in the development of scientific and
methodological support for the professional training of bachelors and masters in the
specialties "International Relations, Public Communications and Regional Studies",

"Media Communications and Public Relations"”, "Journalism and Information”, in
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teaching a wide range of public discipline. The experience presented in the work of the
functioning of the public and social media of Great Britain (in particular, methods and
methods of influence, technologies, manipulation) in the Brexit campaign 2015-2021 is
of practical interest in the formation of the information society of Ukraine, the
development of its state media policy, the implementation of political the course of
European integration and the conduct of an information war with the aggressor country
of the Russian Federation and the formation of a positive image of our state in the world.
