ABSTRACT

The research substantiates the significance of training pre-service teachers capable
of organizing and sustaining an inclusive learning environment in elementary schools by
addressing several challenges, which arise from societal demands for the quality of
educational services provided in inclusive classrooms, especially in wartime conditions,
while considering Ukraine’s educational policy on accessibility (barrier-free education),
equality, and pedagogical partnership, juxtaposed with the limited capacity of higher
education institutions to meet these demands. Additionally, there is a need to implement
innovations in inclusive education for young learners accompamied by a lack of relevant
theoretical and methodological support. The demand for trained inclusive elementary
school teachers is further challenged by the absence of an effective scientific and
methodological framework within the system. Therefore, the dissertation is dedicated to

the theoretical argumentation, development, implementation, and experimental
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verification of a structural-functional model for training pre-service teachers to organize
an inclusive learning environment in Ukrainian elementary schools.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that, for the first time:

(1) an original analysis of domestic and international theory and practices of
inclusive education related to the training of pre-service elementary school teachers has
been conducted in the context of modern challenges and the New Ukrainian School
reform; (ii) the structure of expertise of pre-service teachers for organizing an inclusive
educational environment in modern elementary schools has been outlined, consisting of
the following components: motivation-and-values, cognition-and-activity, access-and-
communication, and evaluation-and-reflection; (iii) the criteria (motivational, cognitive-
procedural, communicative, and reflexive) as well as levels (high, sufficient, medium,
and low) of readiness of pre-service teachers for organizing an inclusive educational
environment have been developed and defined; (iv) a structural-functional model for
training future teachers for inclusive education has been theoretically justified. This
model consists of three main blocks: goal-oriented, organizational-methodological, and
diagnostic-evaluative; (v) pedagogical conditions for implementing this model in teacher
training have been identified, including ensuring the accessibility of the learning
environment, integrating content and methodological tools to enhance students’ inclusive
competence, person-centered approach of teacher training (personalized learning) using
best inclusive practices, and fostering pedagogical partnerships (teachers, parents,
students, and communities); (vi) the key concepts related to the research topic has been
clarified; (vii) the content, forms of organization, and methods for training inclusive
teachers have been adapted; (viii) scientific provisions on enhancing the theory and
methodology of training future elementary school teachers for inclusive education have
been further developed.

The practical significance of the research lies in the implementation of the
structural-functional model for training pre-service teachers to organize an inclusive
educational environment in modern Ukrainian elementary schools. It involves integrating

organizational forms and methods into curriculum and experimentally verifying the
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dissertation’s key provisions. The research also assesses the level of readiness among
university students to work in inclusive settings.

The methodological concept of the dissertation includes the proposed framework
to develop the professional readiness of students majoring in Elementary Education to
organize an inclusive educational environment to teach ALL school students.
Additionally, training sessions, workshops, and seminars have been organized for
preschool and elementary school teachers, social workers, and special education
professionals.

The introduction outlines the significance of the study, objectives, tasks,
methodology, scientific novelty, and practical application.

Chapter One presents the theoretical and methodological foundations of the
research, including an review of scientific sources, an analysis of national and
international experience in inclusive teacher training, and a characterization of key
concepts. The philosophical foundations of nurturing and safe inclusive environment for
every student are outlined, with methodological approaches including competency-based,
person-centered, activity oriented, interdisciplinary, axiological, and systemic.

Chapter Two evaluates the level of readiness among students majoring in
Elementary Education for teaching in an inclusive classroom. An analysis reveals gaps in
students’ knowledge and practical skills required for teaching children with SEN. A
structural-functional model for teacher training is presented, which consists of goal-
oriented, organizational-methodological, and diagnostic-resultative components, tested
during educational practice. Pedagogical conditions ensuring effective teacher training
for inclusive education are identified.

Chapter Three describes stages and conditions of the pedagogical experiment,
diagnostic methods for assessing teacher readiness, and experimental verification of the
proposed structural-functional model. The experiment assessed the readiness of pre-
service teachers based on four components: motivational, cognitive-procedural,
communicative, and reflexive. The results of experimental and control groups at different
stages were analyzed using statistical methods (Kolmogorov-Smirnov A-criterion),

demonstrating a positive dynamic and confirming the model’s effectiveness.
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The theoretical and experimental findings and research materials contribute to
further exploration of the topic and improvement of educational processes across various
types of schools. The scientific findings can be applied to developing new teacher
education programs, refining methodological materials for training educators to teach
children with SEN, and enhancing theoretical and practical approaches to inclusive
education.
