The thesis 1s devoted to the comprehensive theoretical-methodological
substantiation of the emergence of principles and paradigmatic grounds of axiology in
Western European philosophy in the late XIX — early XX century. The systemic analysis
of worldview, methodological, and paradigmatic principles, which are the basis of the
development of axiological problematics is conducted based on applying the principle of
dehistoricization of philosophical studies. Based on this principle, the author examines
the emergence of axiology due to the processes of secularization of worldview, based on
which a human is granted the quality of autonomous, free, and rational being, who can
be creative, independent and has the reliable criteria of cognition, construction, and
evaluation of reality. In the thesis, the author develops the methodological ideas of H. Joas
regarding that the “philosophy of values” emerges due to the “shift to subjectivity” and
based on subjective construction of values. It is proved that the ideas of “philosophy’s
turn to subjectivity” and subjective construction of values are the basis for the formation
of the idea of self-value of the subject, who, based on this, becomes the ‘“axiological
subject”. On these grounds, the author substantiates that the reason for the development
of axiology is the principle of human self-realization and self-cognition, where they are
viewed as an individual source of such cognition, not the transcendental forces. Based on
H. Joas’ ideas of “philosophy’s turn to subjectivity” and subjective construction of values
in the thesis the author critically analyses the works of I. Kant, H. Rickert,
W. Windelband, H. Lotze, F. Nietzsche, M. Sheler, N. Hartmann, and finds that the
“philosophy of values” has its origins in Kantian and neo-Kantian philosophy, which
accentuates the subject as the source of rational and moral cognition, which contributes
to the formation of phenomenological axiology. It is proved that the initial stage of

formation of axiology is based on phenomenological axiology, which is founded in
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Kantianism and neo-Kantianism and is developed in the views of H. Lotze, F. Nietzsche,
M. Sheler, N. Hartmann. It is shown that the understanding of values and value
archetypes as a separate subject area in philosophy begins to get active in connection with
the statement of the spiritual activity of the subject, who is recognized as the source of
value, and in connection with the understanding of feelings of the subject as the criteria
of values (e.g., satisfaction/dissatisfaction, sensation of values, feeling of values). The
author develops the concept of the emergence of axiology based on the paradigm of active
and autonomous subject of cognition of morale, which is founded by I. Kant. It is
substantiated that the Kantian paradigm of active and autonomous subject of cognition
and morale gives grounds to talk about the existence of moral and axiological systems
since their source is a morally autonomous, conscious, rational, and responsible subject,
who possesses freedom of choice. It is comprehended that subjectivism is the basis of
the formation of phenomenological and personalistic approaches towards values
since the source of values is the subject and his phenomenological intentions in the form
of feelings (M. Sheler and N. Hartmann). It is noted that for the formation of the notion
of “value” it i1s important to have the notion of “personality”, which begins to be formed
in the views of H. Lotze, because the understanding of personality as the bearer of
values creates the possibility of formation axiological questions and the emergence
of axiology since in such case the personality is understood secularly as an autonomous
bearer of values and value archetypes. It is investigated that one of the prerequisites of
the emergence of axiology was the formation of the concept of the value of human,
because a human in philosophical concepts begins to be valued in the context of their
spiritual, moral, and rational significance.

It is accentuated that the understanding of the value of a human is one of the aspects
of the secularization of philosophy and happens in the context of the anthropological
shift in philosophy, which becomes one of the reasons of the formation of axiology. The
phenomena of sacralization and secularization of philosophical consciousness are
proposed to be viewed as the reasons for the formation of the concept of “value”. 1t is
singled out that the clear formulation of the notion of “value” in Western European

philosophy in the late XIX — early XX century became possible on the grounds of

secularized and dehistoricized worldview in philosophy and science, which grants
meaning in cognitive and axiological dimensions to human as value and the source of
cognition of truth. It is established that differentiation and secularization of philosophy,
which take place in the New Era, are the foundation for the formation of the rational
paradigm, granting the subject of cognition more autonomy in the cognitive process
based on their mind, and simultaneously “make” a human the creator of philosophical
categories, ‘““creator” of senses, truth, and values.

It is proved that the sacralization of mind and cognitive abilities, as it is
characteristic of Kantian philosophy, relates to the substantiation by 1. Kant the paradigm
of active and autonomous subject of cognition and morale based on which 1. Kant founds
subjective paradigm of explanation of values, which is the fundamental ground for the
development of the value theory, particularly phenomenological axiology. It is proved
that axiological problematics began to develop based on the change of gnoseological
paradigms in the context of Kantian apriorism and transcendentalism, which became
the basis for the secularization of metaphysics, and 1. Kant’s apriorism became the
ground for substantiation of autonomous human cognition and the possibility of truthful
judgments in moral and axiological spheres. It is stated that I. Kant’s “Copernican

revolution” “makes” a human the source of cognition and morale and is the ground for
the building of axiological problematics and formation of the notion of value in
philosophy. It is stated that secularizing tendencies in I. Kant’s thinking, which later
became the basis for the formation of axiological questions, was founded on the grounds
of subjectivism, rationality, and moral autonomy of human, who is a creative being and
creates everything from themselves (including values) based on reason and free will.

It is pointed out that in neo-Kantianism values are interpreted as objective
phenomena, but such objectivity lies not in their transcendence, but in the fact that they
are transcendental since values have the function of significance for human
consciousness regardless of each individual subject on the level of their cultural meaning,
hence values are objectively-transcendental within given culture as a priori senses and

meanings, value archetypes. It is revealed that neo-Kantian values are universal cultural

values in the form of state, law, economic organization, and therefore the objectivity and
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timelessness of values in neo-Kantianism is possible only in a culturally historical sense,
and not in the transcendent one. It is proved that neo-Kantians use axiological notions in
a phenomenological sense, particularly the axiological notion of H. Rickert has a
phenomenological contents and points to the elements of subjective interpretation of
values since neo-Kantians draw attention to such phenomenological phenomena as the
“importance of values”, the principle of “belonging to values” and ‘“understanding of
values”.

It is substantiated that the emergence of the notion of “value” and axiology in the
late XIX — early XX century is founded on anthropological ideas developed by H. Lotze
in his personalism, where an important meaning is given to human and their spirituality,
which becomes a reliable criterion of the truthfulness of axiological judgments based on
the ideas of autonomy and uniqueness of human spirit. It is shown that in the philosophy
of personalism H. Lotze grants a human the “status of value” in connection with their
cognitively spiritual abilities, which although have their transcendent source in God, at
the same time “make” a human firstly autonomous being, and secondly — value being,
i.e., in the philosophy of personalism a human begins to be treated as a bearer of unique
personal spirit. It is proved that the understanding of the notion of “value” in H. Lotze’s
views has a pragmatic and hedonistic dimension because it relates to sensual processes
of satisfaction and dissatisfaction, which have a subjective dimension. It is shown that
values in H. Lotze’s views have a subjective origin as they are founded on sensual
perception such as satisfaction and dissatisfaction, and this, in turn, affects the
secularization of moral principles, whereas reliable moral principles are derived not from
the idea of the existence of higher principles but from satisfaction-dissatisfaction which
relate to subjective sensuality of a human. It is noted that subjective sensual perception
based on satisfaction/dissatisfaction in H. Lotze’s views is the source of spiritual life, and
therefore all its spheres, including values and value archetypes. It is revealed that in
H. Lotze’s views the idea of unity of body and soul is the foundation of satisfaction and
dissatisfaction becoming the criteria of values and it is found out that Lotze’s idea of
direct unity of body and soul has also the elements of secularization because body and

soul become important for human existence. It is substantiated that H. Lotze develops the
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idea of evaluative activity of the human mind and is one of the first philosophers who
bestows the mind with evaluative characteristics in an axiological sense, herewith, it
is outlined that the evaluative activity of spirit by H. Lotze is primordial, eternal, or
primal.

It is outlined that F. Nietzsche based on axiological nihilism makes an
“axiological turn” in philosophy with the emphasis on the subject, since with the help of
nihilism he secularizes “higher transcendent values”. He proposes a subjective source of
the “possibility of the existence of values”, which is the will to power, and the re-
evaluation of values based on nihilism and ressentiment, which points to the elements of
phenomenological axiology in his views. It is substantiated that the essence of the
Nietzschean paradigm of “re-evaluation of values” lies in axiocentric subjectivism.

It is highlighted that in the views of representatives of phenomenological axiology,
particularly in M. Sheler and N. Hartmann one can trace the elements of objective and
subjective approaches to values, that is in their views there is no evident subjectivism or
objectivism in interpreting the values, but their combination. It is outlined that
N. Hartmann tries to combine subjectivism and objectivism, or subjectivism and
transcendentalism as approaches to values, whereas personality has the same meaning
to the realization of values as values to the realization of personality, hence any exit of
values from the ideal sphere into the real sphere relates to the role of the subject, therefore
the subject is the necessary condition of realization of values.

It is noted that M. Sheler stands on the position of granting the subject an objective
value, and by this, he supports the methodological shift to subjectivity in the analysis of
values. He points to the value of individual being, personal values, and the value of
personality; the value of personality can be the initial criterion for the formation of
axiological systems with their orientation towards personalism. It is specified that
M. Sheler connects values with the “sensation of values”, i.e., values are possible as
subjective experience of things and benefits as values on the level of satisfaction and
dissatisfaction, and therefore M. Sheler’s phenomenological axiology is founded on
subjectivism. It is outlined that values in M. Sheler’s phenomenological axiology have a

subjective origin since they are based on the intentions of the subject’s consciousness. It
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is substantiated that M. Sheler’s axiology is characterized by the elements of an a priori
approach to values since he emphasizes on apriorism of the emotional sphere in cognitive
acts of a human and believes that a human can perceive a priori significances and the
features of truthfulness of things. On this basis, he claims that there exists an a priori form
of the structure of spiritual acts, the way of the emergence of which does not significantly
differ from the emergence of forms of consciousness, namely the structure of the heart,
the structure of will, the structure of character, and by the mediation of them — the
apparency of heart, “ordre du coeur”, “logique du coeur”, tact and “esprit de finesse” of
the feeling of value relation. It is proved that M. Sheler combines in his axiology the ideas
of apriorism and bases the material ethics of values on sensual apriorism. It is outlined
that in M. Sheler the true place of any value Apriori (as well as moral one) is the cognition,
the perception of values which is being built in feeling, in love and hate, granting
preference and contempt, in sensual, live contact with the world, that is while performing
these intentional functions and acts there emerge values, their orders and value
archetypes. The author concludes that M. Sheler’s phenomenological axiology has its
origins in the philosophy of I. Kant, since he uses the notion of apriority, which was
characteristic of Kantian philosophy.

It is shown that N. Hartmann develops an anthropological approach to values
which is based on the paradigm of subjectivism because the subject has the “feeling of
values”, herewith, every personality, and every human character is filled with value
meaning, are important and unique to the smallest details as a human is a world in small,
both as a unique structure of being and the special value structure. It is defined that
N. Hartmann stands on the position of subjective approach to values, because he connects
his axiology with the subject, specifically with the “feeling of values” and “valuable
consciousness” of the subject. It is established that N. Hartmann’s approach to values by
its essence is phenomenological and is founded on the emotional interpretation of the
nature of values, that is, there exists “emotional apriorism of valuable feeling”. It is found
out that one of the elements of N. Hartmann’s subjectivism in the interpretation of values
is that he draws attention to conscience as a primary available in everyone in feeling

valuable consciousness, as an ethical and valuable a priori, as value archetype; herewith
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consciousness corresponds to emotional apriority of valuable consciousness, not fully
realized and uncertain valuable feeling, that is the voice of consciousness is the main form
of primordial valuable consciousness, the most natural way in which valuable feeling
becomes influential in a human. It is defined that the idea of consciousness is one of the
ways of subject’s influence on the formation of axiological problematics, and the idea of
consciousness as an a priori source of axiological questions in N. Hartmann’s and
H. Lotze’s is the way of secularizing of thinking and formation of axiological questions
since the idea of God is transformed into the idea of consciousness as the “voice of God”
in a human. It is proved that N. Hartmann develops emotional and axiological apriorism,
as he believes that primal valuable consciousness is the valuable feeling, and the a priori
view of values is based on valuable feeling, hence apriority of values is more evident and
absolute that the apriority of theoretical categories. It is emphasized that N. Hartmann’s
axiology develops as a critique of axiological ideas of I. Kant and F. Nietzsche, although
their views are connected by the paradigm of axiological subjectivism, which was
founded by 1. Kant, while the secularized version of axiological subjectivism is developed
by F. Nietzsche, and N. Hartmann establishes the sacralized version of axiological
subjectivism.
